Plan for Week of 4/27 (Nervous System  – Ch. 28)

Both are required to be “hand drawn”. You can make one on the computer BUT you cannot simply copy/paste – it must be your own.  Please take a picture of ONE and share with me by the end of the day, May 3. 

Option 1) A drawing of a basic NEURON. This can easily be found in the text, the notes, the videos, or on the web. Draw neatly and label all structures. 
Option 2) A diagram to show the BRANCHES (or working divisions) of the nervous system.
